After “...conquered by Alexander the Great in
330 BC.”, add a new paragraph “The name Syria does not
appear in the Old Testament. In extracanonical literature, it
appears in several books of the Apocrypha that we will
study in Chapter 13—Judith, I and IV Maccabees, and I and
II Esdras—and it certainly came into common use during
the inter-testament period. Earlier uses of the term appear to
be a corruption, or shortening, of the name “Assyria.” The
region became part of the Seleucid Empire under Seleucus
Nicator I in 312 BC and came under the control of the
Parthians from about 150 BC to AD 116. In the New
Testament, Syria refers to the Roman province of Syria that
was established by the Roman general, Pompey, in 62 BC.”
